Dennis Green & Sons is a grain and hay operation
and you will see how feeds are processed. After lunch the tour resumes with a
visit to the Ag Experiment Farm where the exciting research is taking place
regarding high latitude agriculture. Northern Lights Dairy and Delta Meat &
Sausage complete the day.
