
 

FOREST LEGACY PROGRAM:  PROJECT SELECTION PROCESS 
This flowchart describes the basic FLP project selection process. 
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FS completes FFY 2011 Recommended Project Briefing Book 
and provides briefing materials to Senators and Congressional 
Representatives with projects in their State/District. 

Alaska State Parks solicits and receives applications for FFY 
2011 FLP projects 

State Forest Stewardship Coordinating Committee meets to 
evaluate and recommend applications to AK State Parks 
Director for FFY 2011 funding according to the criteria 
identified in the State AON. 

FS regional units consult with States to create a FFY 2011 
“Project Opportunity List” that includes all projects that they 
are requesting funding for in priority order. 

FS regional units develop a FFY 2011 “Project 
Recommendation List” based on regional criteria, State project 
lists and project briefings and submit to FS Washington Office.   

FS regional units submit FFY 2011 “Project Opportunity List” 
to FS Washington Office  

FS conducts National Review Panel representing FS and State 
regions to prepare a prioritized FFY 2011 “Forest Legacy 
Project Recommendation List” for submission to Administration

FS submits FFY 2011 FLP Project Recommendation List to the 
Administration.  FS notifies the House and Senate 
Appropriations Committee on the project list after it clears the 
Administration 

Congressional committees discuss and pass annual 
Appropriations for FFY2011 projects
