For the purposes of this program, armed forces are
limited to the United States Army, Navy, Marines,
Air Force, and Coast Guard. Service in state National
Guard units, the Alaska Territorial Guard, as well as
Army, Navy, Marine, and Air Force Reserve service
may also be included, provided the applicant can
document the accumulation of 90 days of active duty
service. A Form DD 214, Report of Separation from
Active Duty, or the equivalent, showing the character
of the discharge and length of active duty must be
submitted. interested veterans are encouraged to
request their Form DD 214 well in advance of the
auction.
