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Web-based Application for Data Display

The external web-based Map Library Application consists of the files listed below, which are located at the following URL.

The external site uses five files.  They are:

maplib_start.cfm - this is the main file.  This screen displays general information about the Map Library and allows viewers to select search criteria

search_results.cfm - this file is used to configure the output display of the viewer search. 

Both of the above files use:

header.cfm - this is the default header used on all pages of the Map Library.  It displays the library logo.

footer.cfm -  this is the default footer used on all pages of the external Map Library.  It offers the view links to other DNR sites.

search_info.cfm - is used by the search_results.cfm file.  It consists of a short explanation of why there might not be any maps displayed and a warning about the length of time it may take to download and view one of the PDF files.










Records must have a map status of current and a record status of display, as well as a meeting the specified search criteria or they will NOT be available for display from this site.

Internal Web-based Application for Data Display and Maintenance




From first internal data maintenance screen the DNR user has several choices.

They can:

Search for records contained in the library using established search criteria.  Criteria include searches by  topic, region, map date, division, text string and listings in alphabetical or catalog number order.  A search for maps which have been archived is also available.

The data displayed for each map located in the search includes: catalog number, topic, region, map status and record status, the title, abstract, date created, version, scale, image file links, cost, author, cartographer and technical contact.

Edit records for which they have access. A person can edit records if they are the record owner or if they are in the division specified in the record and the record update_authorization has been set to division.  To edit records a person must enter their logon id and password.

Request a new logon id and password.  

When the user selects one of the search options they are moving from  maplib_login.cfm to search_int.cfm


In all search options, except the archived option, records with  a status of “current” or “offline” will be displayed.  In this way DNR staff can view all records contained in the database.



When the user requests a new logon id  the maplib_id_chk.cfm form is processed.  This form passes the user to maplib_id_req.cfm because they selected new logon from the maplib_login.cfm screen.

maplib_id_req.cfm  - displays fields to request a new logon id. When the form is submitted, the users is passed to maplib_id_mail.cfm.

maplib_id_mail.cfm – checks to make sure that information has been entered in all fields, as they are all required.  If any fields are blank user is instructed to use browsers back key to return to the previous screen to complete the data entry.  If all fields contain data  the users in notified

that a logon id has been requested and that the person for whom the id has

been requested will be notified when the id has been created.  An email is 

generated and sent to maplibrary_admin@dnr.state.ak.us notifying the

library administrator that an id has been requested.

The header.cfm and footer_int.cfm are used with

the listed above.
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
