Certifications and Assurances

Match & Reimbursement: The applicant certifies that match is available for this LWCF 1:1 matching grant program.  If awarded, the applicant will be reimbursed for eligible costs based upon submittal of acceptable financial backup documentation and narrative progress reports to the State of Alaska. 

Retainage: The State may withhold reimbursement, up to 10% of the award, until approval of final documents at project completion. 

Indirect Costs: Indirect costs may be assessed on the federal share of the project. Applicant must submit current NICRA (or other relevant information per 2 CFR Part 200) with this application to claim indirect costs.  

LWCF Dedication and Protection: Properties receiving LWCF assistance shall be maintained, in perpetuity, for public outdoor recreation. Prior to receiving reimbursement under this program, 
applicant shall record on the property title that the property is dedicated to public outdoor recreation per the Land and Water Conservation Fund Act.

Inspections and Conversions: LWCF-assisted properties shall be inspected at least once every five years after project completion. Inspections may be conducted in conjunction with State of Alaska and/or National Park Service (NPS) staff.  Inspection reports shall be forwarded to the State for monitoring and adherence to LWCF guidelines. If non-public recreation use is discovered, or is proposed on the property, the project sponsor will work with State and NPS-LWCF staff to resolve any potential conversion issues. 

Cooperation: The applicant shall adhere to all applicable local, state and federal laws and regulations, as well as guidelines governing the LWCF program.
