[bookmark: _Hlk159840449]Breakwater Park, Metlakatla Indian Community

The Metlakatla Indian Community will develop Frank Hayward Memorial Breakwater Park. The goal is to create a park that all community members and visitors can enjoy. Elements will accommodate mobility challenged persons of all ages. To ensure cultural inclusion, MIC will work with the Annette Island School District Native Art class to incorporate formline design throughout the hardscape materials. Fire pits and benches will be installed with a covered area and ADA-compliant picnic tables. The site is within 200 feet of Senior Center Residences and within easy walking distance of much of town. 


Alder Park Playground, Ketchikan Gateway Borough

The Ketchikan Gateway Borough proposes to renovate Alder Park. This project will install a new playground for ages 2-5, adjacent to the existing picnic/barbecue shelter with restrooms. The project’s purpose will be to clear existing brick patio and fixed seating. It will include arborist work on vegetation to increase canopy height; base preparation; selective drainage installation; grading with compacted D-1, concrete base, rubber tile turf; and addition of playground equipment. A new concrete sidewalk will also be constructed to provide an accessible route from the picnic shelter to the pathway along the park’s westerly edge. Obsolete lighting along the unpaved southerly walking path will also be replaced. Two schools, hotels, and several multi-family housing units are close to the park. It will benefit users of all ages.

McHugh Creek Trailhead 

The State of Alaska Division of Parks and Outdoor Recreation will improve support facilities for the recreating public at McHugh Creek Trailhead and Day-Use Area, which is part of Chugach State Park. The project will replace three dilapidated toilet structures with new concrete vaulted toilet structures. McHugh offers trail access into Chugach State Park, picnic areas, and tri-level viewing of Turnagain Arm. It is located within 20 minutes’ drive of downtown Anchorage, the most populous community in Alaska, and is used year-round by residents as well as visitors to the state. 


South Rolly Campground

The State of Alaska Division of Parks and Outdoor Recreation will improve the South Rolly Campground within the Nancy Lake State Recreation Area. The project includes refurbishing approximately 70 campsites and replacing site signage. Site refurbishing will include widening and grading, drainage work, replacing amenities (picnic tables, fire rings, marker posts, concrete bumpers, barrier rocks, etc). This campground is a popular year-round destination for canoeing, hiking, skiing, camping, photography, and nature viewing. It is accessed via the George Parks Highway, near the community of Willow, and within an easy drive from larger population centers in southcentral Alaska.
