Resources: If cultural, historical, or archaeological resources are on the property, describe how this was
determined, and seek further input from OHA.

Ground Disturbance: excavation, trenching, grading, tree removal, hydro axing, utility installation, new
construction, access roads, borrow areas, staging/storage areas, etc.

The Alaska Department of Natural Resources — Division of Parks and Outdoor Recreation (DPOR) is
proposing to improve Finger Lake State Recreation Site (SRS) located near Palmer, Alaska. (Sec. 34, Tl 8N,
RIE, S.M. USGS Quad Anchorage C-7). In accordance with 36 CFR 800, implementing regulations of Section
106 of the National Historic Preservation Act, DPOR requests determination of any historical or cultural
resources which may be affected by the proposed project.

The project consists of expanding and landscaping the park entrance; installing a new park entrance sign, two
picnic shelters, a new toilet, and a hand-carry launch and dock; developing two campground loop roads with
about 35 camp sites, and two group areas; replace an existing toilet; improve the day use parking area; and
convert portions of the existing road to trail. We anticipate this work will occur at Finger Lake SRS over a ten-

week period beginning June 1, 2024.

The Area of Potential Effect (APE) includes the entire Finger Lake SRS. (See enclosed map.) The Alaska
Heritage Resources Survey (AHRS) was reviewed on April 15, 2024 for known cultural or historical resources
that may be affected by this project. No sites are located within the APE.
